Not a February highlight, but a captured statistic from 2016 shows overall total Leisure
Facilities attendance at 492

,754 compared to 480,697 in 2015 and 480,046 in 2014.

> Of these totals, 257,775 people are attributed to both the CO-OP Aquatic
Centre and NationsWEST Field house, (compared to 257,078 in 2015) while
181,635 can be applied to the Civic Centre and Don Ross Arenas, compared to
174,012 in 2015.

A ceremonial feast was held in the Don Ross Centre as part of the protocol for the
WWOS Round Dance. 40 people were in attendance for that initial feast.
The Round Dance was a great community success with up to 600 people at times as the
night grew on. This is an all ages event, where children, adults and seniors attend. They
listen to the songs that they grew up with and danced along with others. People came
from as far away as Meadow lake, Onion Lake, Fort MacMurray, and Saskatoon to attend
and it attracted some first-time non-indigenous participants as well!
