Excellent Policing for the Communities of the Battlefords

Objective #1: Realignment of Detachment positions

Our office manager has now implemented the new Provincial Justice CJIMS computer
interface increasing the productivity in the uploading of Court Dispositions to the
National System. Discussion are now underway with the Province to streamline the
entry of Court Documents with additional training and this will increase efficiency in the
support staff.

The training of the new Municipal Support staff to replace employees who have left is
now complete. We are in the process of training the Casual Support workers who were
also hired at the same time.

Objective #2: Increase effectiveness of Operational Policing Service Delivery

Work continues to integrate the delivery of a public safety strategy with the RCMP and
partner agencies.

Our annual performance plan is now complete and we are tracking the initiatives
identified as policing priorities for the year on this document.

The Detachment Community Safety Strategy is in its final stages of completion and a
draft document will be available shortly for review and consultation with our community
partners.

Development of the 2017 Community Update is now underway and we will have that
document published in the new year. This document will be available in both published
and electronic format as was done for 2016.

Targeted enforcement and education continues for persons who are involved in the
criminal element in the Battlefords.

Objective #3: Increase effectiveness and sustainability of Community Policing

initiatives

Referrals to the North Battleford HUB continue allowing us to work with partners to
address long term social, mental health and addiction issues. The relationship between
the CORE (analytical section of the HUB) continues to grow as partners work toward
identifying systemic issues in North Battleford and how this information can be used to
reduce the impact individuals have on calls for service to the police.

We are continuing collaboration between the City of North Battleford and other partners
to implement/introduce crime reduction initiatives. We are now moving to blend our
rural and urban community safety strategies recognizing that these issues know no
boundaries.

Through research and engagement with many stakeholders, this strategy is being
developed to ensure the Battlefords> approach to crime and victimization are evidence-
based, co-ordinated to make the most of resources and focused on achieving real
outcomes. By working together in this way, we will achieve greater community safety
and enhanced well-being for all citizens.

An outcome of this strategy will be the development of Community Safety Committees
(also known as Community Consultive Groups) with mixed representation from across
the Detachment area to provide input into the development of policing priorities.

Meetings with representation from the Town and City, BATC, MLA and the RM's are
continuing to implement a comprehensive Community Safety Enhancement Strategy
based on proven practices through planning, education, co-ordination, innovative
leadership and evaluation.

Objective #4: Interoperability with the Community Safety Officers

We are continuing our work with the Community Safety Officers and are cognizant
that as this relationship develops and matures that this is a model for the program
that will be used across the Province and perhaps the country.

The introduction of CSO>s into tiered policing in the province is a new concept and
the management of the Battlefords Detachment support the initiative and look
forward to its inception and the reduction in call volume that they will provide us.

As of June 1, 2017, we have begun forwarding all calls for service for non-in progress
Theft under and Mischief complaints. A daily review is completed to ensure
maximum interoperability with the CSO is achieved and that all calls which fit the
criteria for response by the Community Safety Officers are sent forward.

As of September 30, 2017, there have been 92 calls forwarded to the Community
Safety Officers. The majority of the theft under and mischief calls which we receive
are "in progress" calls and do require the presence of a uniformed officer.

We continue to enhance committee

member skills and knowledge in
safety audits, and at the same time
review City facilities. We will need
budget to implement
recommendations from the safety
audits.

Collective Impact Gary Nolin continues his work on building
capacity within agencies and organizations to
work more collaboratively

We are using this research-based
model to provide the structure for
collaboration with agencies and
organizations. This work speaks to
the complexities of working in
collaboration. It makes sense, and

Problem Solving Court No further developments on the Court
Assigned Community Service Hours for Youth.
Work has been done to bring Justice together
with Concern For Youth to assign mentors to
youth who have court assigned community
service hours. This will increase the chances

that they will successfully complete the hours,
and build positive relations with Concern For
Youth workers

This project has great potential to
increase successful completions of
court assigned community service
hours for youth. We have struggled
to move this forward in a timely
manner. However, we continue to

work with the partners to work out
the logistics of this

Mental Health and

Addictions Working
Group

This working group is hosting 2 days of
workshops in December around "Ambiguous
Loss". The group is partnering with Regina
Palliative Care to bring a keynote speaker to
North Battleford. The topic of ambiguous loss
relates specifically to missing and murdered
Indigenous women and girls. Day 1 is
designed for front line personnel who work
with individuals affected by ambiguous loss.
Day 2 is designed for affected families

Regina Palliative Care Inc.
approached our committee with a
proposal to partner to bring this
work to our community. Resident
of our City and the regional area
have been affected by ambiguous
loss. This is an important project to
begin to address some of the issues
surrounding this topic

Battlefords Affordable

Housing & Homelessness
Committee

This committee continues to meet and bring
together the various agencies and
organizations working on housing in the City

We are using this group as a key "feedback
group

" for the Housing Study

The next meeting of this committee is going to
focus discussion on homelessness, housing
proposals related to this, and intake processes

Housing security continues to be a
significant challenge in our
community. Working with this
committee to address systemic
issues related to housing security is
important.

Bringing agencies and organizations
together who are involved in
housing security is important to the
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overall development of sustainable,
long-term plans to address this
issue

Emergency Services

Responder Training
(ESRT)

We have applied for provincial funding
through First Nations and Metis. We are
optimistic that we will get the necessary funds
to offer both ESRT 10 and 20 this school year.
Once funding is in place, we will get partners
together to finalize details

Providing credit courses for high
school students that will give them
an overview of emergency services
as a career is a major goal of this
project. As well, students learn
knowledge and skills related to
emergency services that will enable
them to become contributing
citizens is a second goal. Lastly,
students involved in this project
develop a sense of team that they
may not have opportunities to
experience in other areas
